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Hardin Valley Academy Athletic Council Announces formation of council and election of Officers

Knoxville, TN (April 29, 2008) –Hardin Valley Academy, Knoxville’s newest high school, is pleased to announce the formation of the Hardin Valley Academy Athletic Council.  The council is charged with a purpose:  to create an organization to support, promote, and encourage the athletic programs and student athletes of Hardin Valley Academy.  
The Council hereafter shall be called HVAAC, has been formed to replace the old adage “booster clubs” in high school sports and become an “umbrella” over all sports.   Beginning last October, parents began the task of developing the council as a vision of Hardin Valley Academy Principal Sallee Reynolds.  After several meetings, a Charter and By-Laws were written and approved as well as officers elected.  Formations of fundraising campaigns are in development.

How is HVAAC organized?  HVAAC is comprised of an Executive Board and a Board of Representatives.  Parents of all students and student athletes are being asked to join as a general member.  Membership dues for general members are collected per family basis.  General members will have the opportunity to join a PAC—that is a Parent Athletic Committee that will support each sanctioned sport at the Academy.  These PAC’s will have various names- examples are AQUAPAC for swimming, TRACKPAC for track, GRIDIRONPAC for football, etc.  These PACs will have voting control, some fundraising control, and some membership control for their respective sport.  There will be on parent representative from each PAC that will serve as on the HVAAC Board of Representatives.  This board will meet monthly with the Executive Board.  Each Representative will have one vote in the general business functions of the council.  One sport, one vote.  The council will be guided by the executive board.  Current Executive Board Members are Gary Rowcliffe; President, Ron Honken; President Elect, Chuck Clevenger; Treasurer, Teresa Laggis; Secretary, Donna Barnett; Inner Council Liaison, Kathy Hensley; Director of Communications, and Terry Bowen; Director of Fundraising.
To join HVAAC, there are currently two options.  Family memberships are $40 per year or as an initial Charter Member at a cost of $200; all good through 6/30/2009.  Charter members will be recognized with a plaque/brick as part of the building blocks of HVAAC on the athletic grounds of Hardin Valley Academy.
