Our purpose: to set up a centralized fund raising entity, where all parents are invited to become members of HVAAC,  to join a sports PAC and to coordinate solicitation of donations and sponsorships to support either a specific sport or the overall athletic program at HVA. The Executive Board shall guide the PAC’s such that potential supporters and donors have only one contact and one solicitation; and these donors and supporters will be promoted through an organized and published structure of benefits.

The Exec Board is responsible for various facets of the organization, such as building and running a website, building fund raising teams, or developing operating policies and procedures.
2. The Board of Representatives holds the voting power, one sport-one rep, and will be appointed by the PAC’s to serve the interest of their sport on the Council. The PAC’s have replaced the old ‘booster clubs’. 
A PAC is a Parent Athletic Committee that will support each sanctioned sport at the academy. All parents interested in helping their child’s sport(s) need to belong to a PAC. These PAC’s will have various names- and these are examples: AQUAPAC for swimming, TrackPack for Track, GridIornPac for football – decided by the parents and coach. These PACs will have voting control and some fundraising control for their respective sport.  Currently the coaches will serve on the Board of Representatives until they can identity their sports parents and appoint a parent to serve on the Board.  That parent will become the Representative for that sport PAC, serving on the Board which will meet monthly with the Exec Board. Each Representative will have one vote in the general business functions of the Council. The key to our fundraising efforts is one sport, one vote. Some parents will need to step up and take charge in terms of organizing members, perhaps appointing someone to keep communication with the Exec Board on a membership list. A different parent will need to begin to cull the group for contacts for fundraising. A different parent may want to think about building a list of fundraising ideas.  

Membership- -All parents of all students & athletes are being asked to join the HVAAC as a General Member.  All active General Members will vote in the future Executive Boards. Annual membership dues, per family, are $40. However, through 6-30-2009 (the end of our first full fiscal year) you have an opportunity to join HVAAC as a Founding Member for $200, and secure your place in Hawk history. Your family will receive an engraved brick that will pave on campus between the field houses for permanent recognition.
